The Loon, by Bill Derrough, is 
not dated and is not signed; 
Itôs approximately half sized.  
$130 
 

The Wood Duck is from Bills 
collection, purchased at a 
wildfowl carving show, dated 
August 1989 and carved by 
Gloria Goezalski.  $175 
 

The Canada Goose, an earlier 
carving by Bill Derrough is a 
little under half sized.   $120 
 

The Black Head Lesser Scaup 
Drake is by Bernie Wall and is 
dated 1975.   $200
