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Call To Order 
 

The meeting was called to  
order at 7:00 p.m. by  
President David McCool who 
welcomed everyone to the  
meeting. 
 
Secretaryôs Report 
 

A motion was made to accept the 
March 29, 2011 secretaryôs re-
port as contained in the KC Chip-
per.  The motion was seconded 
and carried.

The treasurerôs report was given 
by Mike Resch and accepted as 
presented. 
 
Friendships and Concerns 
 

There were 3 members men-
tioned who have been, are or are 
about to be hospitalized.  Please 
keep these members in your 
thoughts and prayers. 
 

President McCool said that he 
will not be attending the next 
meeting as he will be visiting a 
previous home church anniver-
sary.  While away he will also be 
attending a carving show in 
Michigan.  He said he would be 
available via his cell phone if 
needed.  He will return around 
June 20th. 

Carving Safety 
 

Dr. Jack Taylor reminded us that 
it is always good for woodcarvers 
to keep their tetanus vaccina-
tions up to date.  He said this 
was especially important for be-
ginning carvers. 

Club Library 
 

David said that he wanted to 
mention the club library.  He said 
that if you haven't looked at the 
books in the library, he recom-
mended that you do so.  He said 
that if you have extra books in 
your library that you are not us-
ing, he was sure Randy George 
would be happy to catalog those.  
He said that there was some dis-
cussion that we put a list of the 
library on the Internet for club 
members only. He said we would 
probably do that. Jim Willis 
asked if the library was taking 
tapes and DVDôs.  Randy said 
that we were and so far we have 
2 VHS tapes and 6 DVDôs.   
David said that we would be glad 
to take those for the library if you 
have them.   
 
Old Business - Show Concerns 
 

David said that there were some 
concerns about the show as it 
pertains to how the show was 
judged and criteria for judging 
the show and the number of 
judges that should be there.  He 
asked if anyone had any com-
mentary on that topic.  Jim Willis 
said that years ago we used to 
have 3 judges and for whatever 
reason weôve got away from that.  
Jim said that most places  
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anymore, at least in the Midwest region, your shows 
only have one judge.  Sandy Prentice commented 
that from her past experience on show committees 
we didnôt pay the judges other than just maybe for 
their rooms, or they stayed with friends, so it was 
free and it was easy to get three judges.  A lot of the 
judges were carvers who had been around for 
awhile and were making names for themselves.  
She said she wasnôt sure what the question on crite-
ria was about.  David said his understanding was 
that the person who was inquiring didnôt know the 
criteria for the various judging that was taking place, 
that there should be written criteria for each catego-
ry.    David said that it was his opinion that when 
you begin to refine it that tightly it becomes a juried 
show.  He said he did not perceive our clubôs show 
to be a juried show.  Sandy said that one thing she 
had thought of is that since we have our applica-
tions on the Internet, we donôt know who is coming 
in and sending in their applications to Jo Broockerd, 
so we could be getting some people coming in who 
think they were coming in to a craft show rather than a 
high art show.  David said that going back to Jimôs 
comment on three judges, now that we pay judges, it 
would become very expensive for us to employ three 
judges.  More than that, finding qualified judges, three 
at a time would present some problems. Granted there 
is probably no one individual who could judge all cate-
gory's of carvings equally.  Because who among us 
has that much knowledge about woodcarving, be-
cause thereôs everything from wood sculpture to you 
name it?  He said with him being a caricature carver, 
he might be fairly knowledgeable in that category, but 
he wouldnôt be able to judge Ed  
Burtonôs birds.  Richard Rife  asked, ñWhat is the crite-
ria for a judge?ò  There was discussion on that and 
Sandy replied that our show chairman Ed Zinger is 
widely known and knowledgeable in the carving world 
and has exposure to different people who have judged 
in different shows.  So she said that based on that, his 
selection and rotation of judges for our show insures 
that we have very qualified judges.  David asked  
Sheila Hunter to comment based on her past experi-
ence as a show judge.  She said that she has judged 
shows with other judges.  She said that in the past she 
had judged our show and the Phoenix Show, that cer-
tain of the judges might judge a certain category that 
they may be most familiar with.   She said that they 
were concerned with such things as originality, impar-
tiality, fairness, cleanness of cuts, and finish.  David 
asked if it would be helpful if we put out a broad gen-
eralization as to what a carving would be judged on 

that could be handed out and that would be broad 
enough to cover all categories.  Linda Taylor asked if 
we were dividing up the judging, would we be dividing 
up the fee.  David said that he did not want to pursue 
that aspect of it right now, thatôs one that weôll have to 
take to the show committee.  Dr. Jack Taylor said that 
one thing to take into consideration is the fee of what 
he understood was $300, if tripled for three judges 
would be $900.  He said that he remembered when he 
first got into the club, that we were scratching and try-
ing to get enough money together just to pay our bills 
for the show without giving them something.  David 
responded that in this day and time we cannot ask 
someone to judge without compensating them. Sandy 
suggested that we take this into advisement with the 
show committee.  David agreed and said he just want-
ed to bring this up so that anyone who was not aware 
of these concerns knew what was going on.  He said 
we would refer this question to the show committee for 
their advisement and would get back to everyone on it 
at a future date. 
 
New Business 
 

David said that it was suggested by the treasurer that 
itôs the time of the year that we make a donation to the 
church for the use of the facilities that we enjoy every 
Monday night and once a month for our monthly meet-
ing.  Mike Resch said that we gave $350 last year.  
David said that a $400 donation was suggested for 
this year as costs have gone up.  He said he would 
entertain a motion.  After some discussion, a motion 
was made, seconded and carried to make a donation 
of $400 which will be handled by our treasurer.

So everyone can be looking for 
his article in an upcoming issue.  David also men-
tioned a previous article Jim had in the magazine on 
cutting out 3 dimensional blanks.

April 26, 2011 Minutes - Continued 
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Ed Burton specializes in bird carving and is one 
of the best authorities we have on that subject.  
He said he could always talk about birds and 
geared his program toward getting started in bird 
carving.  He said that when he started he bought 
a book and taught himself from the book for 
awhile, but that there were several bird carvers 
in the club at the time so he was able to pick up 
a lot from them.  Ed said he was of the opinion 
that interest in bird carving is growing within the 
club and that more people are asking about it  
He mentioned that he was planning on suggest-
ing to Ed Zinger that we might want to expand 
the bird categories at our show due to the in-
crease in the amount of bird carvers participating 
and carvings entered.  
 

Ed said that there are a lot of books on the mar-
ket that will tell you step by step how to carve a 
bird.  Ed highly recommends Wildfowl Carving 
Magazine as a resource for anyone who is seri-
ous about bird carving for ideas and reference.  
It includes information about all the wildfowl 
shows and an index for all previous issues.   
 

He also recommended bird carving books by 
several authors including Rosalyn Daisey, Ernest 

Muehlmatt, and Lori Corbett.  These books in-
clude information on tools, materials, carving, 
clay modeling, mounting, texture and patterns.   

Ed mentioned several magazines that are good for inspiration and reference.   For tools and wood he recom-
mended the local Woodcraft store.  Some of the mail order venders he likes which carry all varieties of bird 
carving books, tools and materials are: our show vender, The Woodcraft Shop, Sugar Pine Woodcarving and  
Chipping Away.  Ed brought some bird castings to show, which are very helpful for reference in laying out the 
bird and feather groups.  He noted that all the birds body's are pretty much tear shaped and said that it 
doesn't matter what species it is or whether itôs a song bird, bird of prey, shore bird and even ducks, the anat-
omy is the same.  The difference comes in when you start putting the wings, tails and heads on them.  Once 
you learn the shape of a bird, it will help you with any type of bird you want to do.  Feather groups are basical-
ly the same for any type of bird.  They vary possibly by how long the feathers are and such things as that.  He 
covered the importance of the eyes being straight across from each other and 
how he accomplishes doing that. 
 

These are only a few of the things Ed covered in his program.  We thank him 
for sharing his knowledge on bird carving with us.  Thanks Ed, for an interesting 
and informative program!

LOCATION ; The Carve - in / Cook - Out will be held in 
Shelter #6, in Heritage Park, South East of Olathe.  From 
the North, go South on highway 69 from the 435 Beltway, 
and exit on 151st , and go West to Pflum road  (Just past 
Johnson County Executive Airport)  Go South to the park 
entrance, on your right about 1 1/2 miles from 151st.  Fol-
low the park road South of the large lake, and again turn 
left, and follow the road to shelter #6.   
  
SHELTER #6 has parking within 20 feet of the shelter,  
water, electrical plug ins, heavy wood  tables with bench 
seats,  two charcoal cookers, and is less than 100 yards 
from modern restrooms.  Charcoal will be furnished.  
There will be a shelter fee for each person of $5.00 
  
FOOD - Bring your own meat, that you can cook on a 
charcoal grill.  Bring your own plate and eating utensils.  
Bring something to SHARE as part of the potluck.  We 
plan on starting to cook about 12 o'clock noon. Potluck 
can be almost anything edible.  Vegetables, beans, pota-
toes', casseroles, deviled eggs, deserts, salads, fruit, etc.
