January Prograé Ducks Feet
By: Dr. Jack Taylor

Introduction by: Sandy Prentice

Jack presented a very interesting
program on how he makes ducks
feet. He explained that he does
not actually carve the feet and
that they are not made of wood,
but wanted to share the method
that he uses to create them.

He stated that the metal feet that
some carvers use are available
from carving supply companies
but are not legal to use in most of
the major national duck
decoy competitions. So Jack
makes his own feet and legs in a
way that he can put any attitude
on them that he desires. That
way he can pose the duck in any
position, such as standing, squat-
ting or swimming.

Jackbdébs method incorporates molds that he designs and
materials including 1/8 inch brazing rod and copper wire which help form and strengthen the finished product.

Jack brought several examples of the material and items he uses to create his highly detailed feet and legs.

He also displayed one of the unfinished decoys that he is in the process of making.
