Woodcarving Rendezvous 
 
Terry Barker gave a brief talk 
on the Woodcarving Rendez-
vous for those who might not 
be familiar with it.   

The rendezvous is run by one 
of our founding members, Ed 
Zinger.  He puts on two each 
year, one in the spring and 
one in the fall.  It is open to 
any kind of carver from the 
beginner to the old-timers.  
Terry said that this year was 
possibly the 8th year that he 
has attended.  He said he was 
seeing a lot of familiar faces 
and a lot of new faces.   
 

Terry said that the seminars 
are a week long and for the 
most part he sees people 
coming back over and over 
year after year.   Then as stat-
ed there are new faces too.  
He said you always see a lot 
of Kansas City woodcarvers 
there. 
 

He said it is held at the  
Compton Ridge Campground 
Convention Center next to  
Silver Dollar City, at Branson, 
Missouri.  He said that the in-
structors are really good.  Typ-
ically you sign up for a class 
and you stay with that instruc-
tor all week.  Terry said that 
most of the classes have from 
12 to 15 carvers.

Larry Welsh and Bob Wilson gave us an informative program on the software that their company  
offers.  They gave us some information on how their company started.  It began in 1998 when  
Bob Wilson invented software that would allow you to take any photograph and turn it into a  
pumpkin carving stencil. 
 
They were later convinced that they could make revisions to their software so that it could be used in 
wood crafting.  They revised the software so that it would allow you to take any photograph or digital 
image and turn it into a workable wood crafting pattern.  They eventually called their software 
ñCoyote Stencil Shopò.   
 
The software has an ability that is especially important to those who do scroll saw work for example, 
to show you which pieces of the pattern will fall out if cut with the pattern.  A simple adjustment to 
the pattern allows you to avoid this.  The software allows you to preview the final outcome in an  
image depicting different species of wood.  It also allows you to view the pattern with the grain  
positioned in different directions, prior to actually starting work on the project.   
 
Bob and Larry gave us a demonstration on how the software works by using an actual photograph.
