November ProgramðForeign Lands and Peoples

This months program was presented to 
us by Loren Moseley, one of the clubôs 
original founding members.  The  
program was based on a particular trip 
that Loren took to Taiwan as a fishery 
scientist.  His trip was part of a feasibility 
study on the handling of fly ash and solid 
waste from a fossil fuel power plant that 
was being built about 100 miles south of 
Taipei, on the China Side of Taiwan.   
This included a preliminary study of the 
use of the inner tidal zone by migrating 
shore birds.  Some of the local bird en-
thusiasts had objected to the building of 
the huge dikes that were needed to store 
the material from the power plant.  So 
the task was to determine if that area 
was really important to the birds and the 
impact the development might have on 
the birds.  So Loren formed a team that
