As a 
part of a series of ongoing 
ñfree to the publicò events, the 
carousel museum  will be 
hosting demonstrations by 
members of the Kansas City 
Woodcarvers Club until Christ-
mas.  Jerry says that this is an 
opportunity to get some carv-
ing done on any woodcarving 
subject, advertise the carving 
club, advertise the spring 
show and possibly sell some 

of your carvings.  He requests 
that no power tools be used in 
the museum due to the noise 
and dust.  Eight foot tables are 
already set up for your use.   
Additional tables are available 
if needed.  Power outlets for 
extra lighting are located 
nearby the demonstration 
area.  
 
The Carousel Museum is lo-
cated at 320 South Espla-
nade, in Leavenworth, Kan-
sas.

Paul Cast presented the  
October Program, ñWhat 
Kids Carveò.  Paul has 
been very involved with 
scouting for many years 
being Scout Master for 
Troop 295 for the past 24 
of those years.  His pro-
gram was very informa-
tive and gave us some  

insight into the various 
stages of woodcarving that he and his family put the scouts through.  He explained that both Boy 
and Girl Scouts, start carving with him when they are about 8 years old.  Sharpening is part of their 
training.  The Boy Scouts continue to carve with him up to about the age of about 18.  He said that 
the Girl Scouts he works with carve with him up to about the age of 16.  The Boy Scouts usually start 
out carving a neckerchief slide and the Girl Scouts generally work with refrigerator magnets.   Both 
are good carving projects for them.  After they master the basics with simpler carvings, they work 
their way up to more difficult projects.   Below are some examples of the blanks the scouts begin 
with and some of their finished work.

Fall Greetings: 
 
On October 12, 2009, the Show and Advertising Committee met.  Discussion centered on 2010 Show budget and adver-
tising strategies. Our 2009 Show recorded 797 paid attendees.  After the 2009 Show, Exhibitors stated the increase in 
attendance was due to our advertising, and some donated money to go towards 2010 Show Advertising.  Club members 
at the Oct. 12, 2009, meeting agreed that if we advertise in 2010, the Club will need to raise $1,400.  The money will en-
able us to  place three additional ads in the KC Star, one week prior to the show date.   
  
In the past, we raised money by sending each member $5 packets for chance drawing tickets and asking them to sell 
said tickets.  The expense to print and mail the tickets to the entire membership was not very effective in raising money.  
We will not be sending out tickets to the entire membership, thus reducing Spring Show printing and postage expenses.  
If you want chance drawing tickets for Slim, the 2010 carving by Dennis Broockerd, contact Marty Epping or purchase 
the tickets at our meetings.  
 
For 2010 we are asking members to donate a minimum $5 for the Advertising Fund.  You can give a Free-Will donation 
at our Monthly meetings and at Club Sponsored Events.  All money will go towards Advertising.  If each member will help 
out, we can meet our advertising goal.
